A Sewing Room Chat with the President 

"Tote Bags Anonymous -- Take The Pledge" 
 

How many tote bags, quilted or not, do you own?  More than there are days in a 
month?  You have probably made some of them, and, probably, have received a 
number of them as gifts.  Then you got more when you attended special events like 
a shop hop or a blog quilt show.  Have another hobby in addition to quilting? Voila! 
More tote bags!  If you gathered them all together they'd be an awesome 
sight.  BUT.... how many can you realistically use at one time?  And do they ever 
wear out?  NO! 

Now, we all have some tote bags that have sentimental value, like the ones 
made by dear friends, that we'll never part with.  The others however, well, 
something ought to be done to stem the tide of tote bags. Two solutions come to 
mind.  First, I challenge you to get rid of one half of the tote bags in your 
possession. Reduce the current population of tote bags in creative (sneaky?) ways, 
like leaving a bin of tote bags on the doorstep of an unsuspecting new quilter in the 
middle of the night.  On a more legal level, the next time you have a yard sale, give 
one of your culled tote bags away with every purchase.  What a great sales 
gimmick to put in your ad!  

Second, be proactive in stemming the very real threat of a super-overpopulation 
of tote bags in the near future. Undoubtedly I will get lots of hate mail from tote bag 
designers for saying that, but something must be done! It seems as though every 
time we go to a quilt shop (which is pretty frequently for many of us) there's a new 
batch of tote bag patterns. With all due respect to the designers, do we really need 
more tote bag patterns??? Aren't all of the pattern variations already out there in 
pattern form? Do we really need to reinvent the wheel?  With a little legislative 
support the production of tote bags could be regulated, and only "qualified" 
individuals with permits would be allowed to make them or own them. So in the 
meantime won't you join me in taking the pledge to fight worldwide tote bag 
overpopulation?  All together now: 

"I (state your name), do solemnly promise to henceforth refrain from making 
tote bags until such time as the world tote bag population returns to a safe 
level.
